
 

Expedition to Erta Ale and Danakil (Dallol) Depression 

10 Days/ 9 Nights 

 

Day 1: Arrive at Bole International Airport (Addis Ababa) and transfer to the hotel. 

Overnight in Addis Ababa. 

 

Day 2: Drive from Addis Ababa to Semera. Enjoy the beautiful rift valley landscape. 

Overnight hotel or camping. 

 

Day 3: Drive from Semera to Lake Afdera. Overnight camping. 

 

Day 4: Drive from Lake Afdera to Dodom and start walk to Erta 

Ale Volcanic hills. Arrive near midnight and see the colorful and 

spectacular volcanic eruption. Overnight camping. 

 

Day 5: Hike back to Dodom. Overnight camping. 

 

 

Day 6: Drive from Dodom to Ahmed Ela, the base to explore the salt mines, workers and 

camel caravans. Overnight camping. 

 

Day 7: Drive to Lake Asale and visit the salt workers and 

merchant. Observe salt cutting, shaping and then loading 

the endless Camel Caravans. Then proceed to Dallol and 

enjoy the amazing view of the small hills, colorful hot springs 

in several places. Back to Ahmed Ela for overnight camping.  

 

Day 8: Drive to Berhaile, the town of miners. Evening walk to see the camel herders 

arriving and departing from Berhaile. Overnight camping outside the town. 

 

Day 9: Drive to Makale, the capital of the Tigray region. Visit the Afar village over the 

escarpment of the Great Rift Valley system to the western highland. Overnight in Makale. 

 

Day 10: Fly back to Addis Ababa. Sight seeing tour of Addis Ababa, evening farewell 

dinner party and departure back home.
